The authors should use these guidelines for preparing both the initial and final versions of their paper. In addition, the authors can use this document as a model to prepare your manuscript. Additional information about procedures and guidelines for publication can be obtained directly with the editor, or through the web site http://revistas.fio.unam.edu.ar/index.php/ingenio.
Keywords – Authors shall provide a maximum of ten keywords (in alphabetical order, capitalized, separated by commas) to help identify the major topics of the paper.

1. Introduction
The +INGENIO Journal (Revista de Ciencia, Tecnología e Innovación de la FI-UNaM) is an appropriate media through the researcher engineers may present and discuss their scientific, academic and technical activities. Therefore, the Editorial Staff invites you to submit a full format paper in the fields of the civil, electronic, electromechanical and industrial engineering, including advances in the state of the art, through theoretical, simulated and experimental results, as well as tutorial information on subjects of interest to the described areas.
Papers in Spanish, Portuguese and English will be accepted. The texts submitted in Portuguese or Spanish must include the abstract and the keywords in English as well.

Authors must submit their manuscript electronically and follow the revision process through the +INGENIO website at http://revistas.fio.unam.edu.ar/index.php/ingenio. From this page, access can be obtained to all information required for the submission of a manuscript. It should be noted that manuscripts must be submitted as an editable DOC or PDF documents.
The main objective of the Introduction section is presenting the nature of the problem that is discussed in the paper, through an adequate literature review, and the contribution of the submitted manuscript. If relevant, a Nomenclature section may be included immediately before the Introduction, with a list of variables and constants used in the text. This item should not contain reference numeration, as well as items Acknowledgements, References and Annexes.
1.1. Presentation of the Text
Papers submitted for publication in the +INGENIO Magazine should preferably be fifteen pages or less in a single column. Authors must use International System units (SI or MKS). The manuscripts that do not follow these guidelines will be rejected, and the authors will be informed.
The +INGENIO journal will not perform any final formatting operations on your paper. Your document must be "ready to publish" once accepted.
1.2. Main Text Editing
The manuscript must be prepared on A4 page format (297 mm x 210 mm), as the example in these guidelines. The recommended word processor is Word for Windows. Please do not modify the margins of this example. If you are creating the document yourself, keep in mind the margins listed in Table 1. Paragraph indentation is 5mm and 1.15 line spacing.
All dimensions are in centimeters.

1) Font sizes and styles: The font sizes specified in these guidelines are according to the word processor Word for Windows and the typeface must be Times New Roman. Table 2 shows the standard sizes of the characters that should be used in the different sections of the manuscript.

2. Paper’s Organization
2.1. General Organization
The papers that shall be published in the +INGENIO Journal must contain the following main sections: 1) Title; 2) Authors and Affiliations; 3) Abstract and Keywords; 4) Introduction; 5) Body or Main Text; 6) Conclusions and Discussions; 7) References. This order must be respected, unless the authors wish to add some items, such as: Nomenclature; Appendices and Acknowledgements.

Some comments regarding the main items of the manuscripts are presented below.
1) Title: The title of the paper should be as succinct as possible, stating the subject of the paper in a very clear manner. It should be centered at the top of the first page, in bold, font size 14 points, and capitalized in the first letter of each word.

2) Authors and affiliations: Below the title (leaving one blank line), also centered, the name(s) of the author(s) must be included. The middle names may be abbreviated, but the first and last names must be written in their complete forms (font size 12 points). Immediately below the authors names, write their affiliations; city, state and country must be informed (font size 10 points). The electronic addresses must be informed just below the affiliations (font size 10 points).

3) Abstract and keywords: This part is considered one of the most important in the whole paper. It is based on the information contained in the Abstract and Keywords, that the technical works are indexed and stored in databases and allows to be easily found by the search engines.
The Abstract should have no more than 200 words, indicating the main ideas contained in the paper, as well as procedures and achieved results. The Abstract should not be confused with the Introduction and should not have any abbreviations, references, figures, etc. For writing the Abstract, as well as the whole manuscript, you should use passive voice, e. g., “…the experimental results show that…” instead of “… the results we obtained show that…”. The word Abstract must be written both in italic and in bold. The Abstract text should be written in normal style.
Since the page limit is 15, it is better to prepare the initial submission in the ready-to-publish format, so that you have a good estimate of the number of pages. In addition, the effort required to send the final version will thus be minimal.
Keywords are indexed terms that allow to quickly identifying the main topics covered in the presented paper. The term Keywords must be both in italic and bold. The Keywords should be in normal style.
4) Introduction: The Introduction must prepare the reader for the paper he/she will read, including a historical overview of the matter and also presenting clearly the main contributions of the paper. The Introduction must not be similar to the Abstract and it is the first section of the paper to be numbered as a section.

5) Body text: Authors should organize the body text in various sections, which should contain the necessary information about the proposal of the paper, facilitating it comprehension for readers and making possible the reproducibility of results.
6) Conclusions: The conclusions should be as clear as possible, highlighting the importance and contributions of the paper in the respective research area. The advantages and disadvantages of the proposed subject should be clearly emphasized, as well as the obtained results and possible applications.

7) References: The citation of references throughout the text should appear between square brackets, just before the punctuation mark at the end of the sentence in which the reference is inserted. IEEE format must be used to write the bibliography style of journals and conference papers, books and technical notes. Examples are given at References Section. At the end of these guidelines, there is an example of how the references should be inserted: [1]-[5] or as described in [3]. Attention please! When inserting the reference through cross-references, note that the font size is 12 points and normal style.
In case of add additional items, such as Nomenclature, Appendices and Acknowledgements, the following instructions should be considered:

8) Nomenclature: The nomenclature consists of the definition of quantities and symbols used throughout the paper. Its inclusion is not obligatory and this item must not be numbered. If this item is included, it should precede the Introduction. These quantities and symbols can be arranged in a table that fills the page width.
In case the authors do not include this item, the definition of quantities and symbols must occur during the text, right after they are mentioned. In the beginning of these guidelines there is an example of this optional item.

9) Acknowledgements and appendices: The acknowledgements to any collaborators and financial agencies, as well as appendices, do not receive any numeration and should be at the end of the text, before the references. At the end of these guidelines there is an example of this optional item.
2.2. Final Phase
It is assumed that authors will carefully consider the margins. If this is not the case, you will be asked to resend the document so that it complies with it, thus delaying the preparation of the contents of the journal.

2.3. Page Margins
It is very important to maintain these margins. They are required to put magazine information and page numbers.
2.4. Figures and PDF Creation 

All figures must be embedded in the document. When you include an image, be sure to insert the actual image instead of a link to your local computer. As much as possible, use the standard PDF conversion tools Adobe Acrobat or Ghostscript that give the best results.
3. Another Instructions
3.1. Figures and Tables
Figures and tables should be inserted in the text right after they are mentioned for the first time; if necessary, use the whole width between margins. Figures resolution should be at least 300 dpi and vector files should be preferably used for better print quality (EMF or EPS). To insert images into Word processor, position the cursor at the insertion point and use Insert - Image - From File or copy the image to the Windows clipboard and then use Edit - Paste Special – Image (enhanced metafile).

Table captions should be above the tables and figure captions should be below the figures. The tables should have titles and they are designated by the word Table, being numbered in sequence by Arabic numerals. Table captions must be centered and in bold style, as shown in Table 1. Attention please! When inserting the table caption through cross-references, note that the font size is 12 points and normal style.
Figures also need captions and they are designated by the abbreviation Fig., and numbered with Arabic numerals in a sequenced manner. Figure caption must be centered and in bold style, as shown in the example of Fig. 1. Figure captions are designated too as Fig. x in the text. The designation of the parts of a figure is done by adding lowercase letters to the numbers of the figures starting with the letter a, e.g. Fig. 1(a). Two adjacent figures can be placed next to each other, introducing a table of 2-columns and a row without borders and with self-adjustment to the window (margins). The figures are inserted one in each cell of this table. This arrangement is useful for example, to compare two different results.
To better understand graphs, the definition of their axes should be done with words not letters, except when referring to waveforms. The units should be between parentheses. For example, use the denomination “Magnetization (A/m)” or “Magnetization (Axm(1)”, instead of “M (A/m)”. Multipliers can be especially source of confusion. Write “Magnetization (kA/m)” or “Magnetization (103 A/m)”. Do not write “Magnetization (A/m) x 1000” because the reader would not know if the top axis label in Fig. 1 is 15000 A/m or 0.015 A/m.
The figures should be preferentially with black traces and with a white background, since the printed version of the journal is in black and white. Your lines should be thick. Also, when different types of lines exist on the same chart, you must use different line styles. Additionally, to improve your graphs use a readable typeface with an adequate size, as shown in Fig. 2; approximately of 10 to 12 points for the axis numbers and 12 to 14 for the axis labels.

3.2. Abbreviations and Acronyms
Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have already been defined in the abstract, e.g. “... Pulse-Width Modulation (PWM)...” or “Uninterruptible Power Supplies (UPS)”. Abbreviations such as IEEE, SI, AC, and DC do not need to be defined. Abbreviations that incorporate periods should not have spaces: Type "C.N.R.S.," no "C. N. R. S. "Do not use abbreviations in the title unless it is unavoidable.
4. Useful tips
4.1. Equations
Use a 2-column and one row table without borders, as shown in (1). Number the equations consecutively with Arabic numbers of equations in parentheses justified to the right margin, as in (1). In the first column goes the equation centered in the cell and in the second column write the number of equation in parentheses. Put punctuation marks in the equations when they are part of a sentence, as in

It is recommended to use the table for equation (1) or (2) given as an example, which is already formatted for the present template.

where: uc is the control action; Kp is the proportional gain; ev is the voltage error signal and d is the derivative time constant.

Use parentheses to avoid ambiguities in denominators. Make sure that the symbols in your equation have been defined before the equation appears or immediately after. Italicize the symbols (T could refer to the temperature, but T is the tesla unit). Instantaneous variables must be written in italic and in lowercase. Constants must be written in italic and in uppercase. Matrices and vectors must be written in bold style. We recommend the authors to use IEEE standards for the variables nomenclature.
Refer to “(1)”, no “Ec. (1)” or “equation (1)”, except at the beginning of the sentence: “Equation (1) is ...”
If you use Word, use either Microsoft Equation Editor or MathType for the equations in your paper (Insert - Object - Create New - Microsoft Equation Editor or MathType Equation). The “Float” option should not be selected over the text.

4.2. Other Recommendations
Use a space after the periods and two points. Avoid using participles, such as, “Using (1), the potential was calculated”. [It is unclear who or what used (1)]. Instead, write “Potential was calculated using (1),” or “Using (1) the potential was calculated”. At the final of a sentence please do not use hyphenation or spaces. Avoid truncating the word at the end of the sentence using 
text wrapping (Shift + Enter).
5. References
Bibliographical citations must be entered with correlative numbers placed in brackets, [1], of the same size as the text and in normal style. The text may include names of authors, but jointly must be included the corresponding bibliographic reference number. They will be incorporated at the list in the order in which they appear in the text. The authors should not include references that are not included in the text. The model thereof is described based on examples in the references section.
6. Conclusions
The conclusions section is extremely necessary since the conclusions allow reviewing the most important contributions of the paper, but the abstract should not be replicated in the conclusions. The conclusions must to describe precisely the importance of the proposed work, the contributions and the obtained results. In this section the authors may be suggest some applications or future works related to its proposal.
